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Biohazard Small Spill Response

Basic workflow for disinfection & cleanup

« Room evacuation is NOT required for BSL-1 spills.

* |f a BSL-2 spill occurs outside of containment, evacuate the room immediately and allow aerosols to settle for at
least 10 minutes (preferably a half hour) before initiating cleanup.

o [f BSL-2 spill occurs inside of containment, do not open the containment for at least 10 minutes (preferably %2 hour)
to allow the aerosols to settle.

« |f BSL-2 spill occurs inside a properly operating biosafety cabinet, spill cleanup can proceed immediately.

FOR LARGE SPILLS, a second round of disinfectant for full contact time may be required.
After disinfection, wipe down the decontaminated surfaces with soapy water to remove disinfectant residue.
